She was admitted to one of the Stabilization
Therapeutic Feeding Centers in Az Zaydiyah
district, Al Hudaydah governorate. The center is
run by Taybah Foundation for Development and
funded by UNICEF

She was suffering from severe acute
malnutrition (SAM) with medical complications,
her weight was only 2.8 kg, and her mid-upper
arm circumference (MUAC) was just 7 cm.
She received the required treatment, and after 5
months of integrated medical care, she left the
health center weighing 6.2 kg and her MUAC
became 12.5 cm.
