Morments before the
birth came at night, Abu Mohammad helped me to go to the medical clinics of
the King Salman Center. The nurses received me, they gave me treatments,
and they provided me a elean sheet. They calm me and gave me birth in the
clinic, thank God. I did not feel exhausted. The midwives provided me with
medicine and cleanliness, | returned home with my daughter and we were in
l_:os_:d health, On the same day, there was another woman giving birth and she
was afraid because it was her first delivery, and the nurses and midwives in
the clinic reassured her, and gave birth and she hasa san.
Dr. Rudainah, a specialist in obstetrics and
gynecology in medical clinics, says that, due to the density of the IDPs
population, we receive in the medical clinics of the King Salman Center, birth
cases that may not be received by the largest hospital in Al Hudaydah
Governorate. Where the number of births exceeds 100 birth cases and mid-
wives in the obstetric clinic are making an extraordinary effort, through
a clinic equipped with all obstetric supplies, and births are carried out

through safe and healthy methods.

Since the opening of the Emergency Center for Epidemic Diseases in early
May 2020, nearly 17,000 patient cases with epidemic infectious diseases
have benefited from the center's services.

The number of cases infected with dermatophytes tops the list of cases bene-
fiting from the center

As it reached more than 5000 cases infected with I'nﬂg\. that is, 50 % of the
project’s conception of the absorptive capacity, among B0 % of cases showed
complete recovery in the center, while 20 %of cases receive treatmentand in
continuous improvement.

The main reason for the epidemic spread is the target environment area of
the project. Itis considered one of the tropical regions known forits humidity
and high temperature.

Where it was considered the mostimportant factor for the accelerated spread
of infectious and epidemic diseases, in addition to the low level of health
awareness for the IDPs and the host community, which explains the high
number of cases in areas with an estimated population of 30,000 people
The center has taken proactive measures to confront this epidemic by devel-
oping treatment plans for all patients and providing appropriate and effective
medicines [or such an epidemic,in addition Lo m1|-|emerm|!:_; muluple andin-
tensive campaigns for health awareness and education.
